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ABSTRACT

This research deals with the political and administrative affairs that
were in Holy Makkah in the Mamluki era, when the power was
moved to Al-Sharif Qatada Al-hassani family, and after his death,
his sons took over the rule of Makkah but they were still in
dispute between them, undoubtedly this conflict opened the
opportunity For the Mamluki rulers to take over Makkah, And the
protocols for appointing, isolation and gifts for the Ashraf all
became by the hand of Mamluki sultanate and Sharif of Makkah
was assigned for certain jobs such as securing of Hajj convoys,
reception of annual carriage, reception of Sultans and Nobles. And
for the first time a position appeared in Makkah called (Alamir
Arakiz Makkah Almukarama) which is been sent by the Mamluki
sultan from Egypt with military forces residing in Holy Makkah
with the main mission of security Holy Makkah. Leaders and
ministers had a leading role in Makkah's political events, they
were partying with one of the conflicting parties and giving
preponderance to one of them over others also the mail had a
major importance which is used to convey news from Egypt to
Makkah and vice versa. In addition to sending gifts to The Ashraf
through the postman (kasid albarid) or (alnajab) by sea or by land.
Religiously, chief of judges (kadialgudah) had a supreme position
for Makkah's Ashraf and he had several missions, he was
combining several missions simultaneously, Also nazir alharam (
holy mosque’s beholder) and almohtasib (treasurer), the most
important job for the treasurer was Enjoining what is right and
forbidding what is wrong (alarm bi almarouf wa alnahi an
almonkar ) especially for what is happening in markets like cheating
or defraud so he would balance scales and weights. And their
appointing protocols was possible to reach them along with the
Mamluki sultan’s gifts from Egypt. Through research it is clear that
political and administrative functions in Holy Makkah was going via
a precise system which reflects the Mamluki authority’s concern
to secure Makkah because this would further enhance their image
in the Islamic world.
