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Abstract

The study Shows an introduction to the Muslim World League and its
activities in East African countries during the reign of King Fahd bin
Abdulaziz Al Saud (1982 AD-2005) (1402 H.-1426). This study has many
important roles. First, The study contributed to highlight the charitable
contributions of the Association in East African countries and the generous
support of the rulers of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia for the Association's
projects. second, the importance of this study is evident in the absence of
a previous study - according to the researcher's experience - that dealt with
the Association's efforts in East Africa during the reign of King Fahd. The
researcher used the Analytical scientific historical research method, The
study clarified the circumstances of the association’s emergence,
development, objectives and characteristics, and shows the Association's



Organizational Structure and its affiliated societies, and the efforts of King
Fahd bin Abdulaziz Al Saud in supporting the Association. In addition to
that, the study presented a brief of East African countries and their Islamic
minorities and reviewed the social, economic and political problems that
East African countries suffer from. The study also shed light on the
association’s efforts in the scientific and cultural field through caring for
education, Quran memorization sessions, building schools, and sponsoring
the students and the teachers. It also focused on Islamic call efforts, and
support and organize the Islamic centers and Islamic associations in East
Africa. And reviewed the role of the League in confronting
Christianization and the destructive ideas which are permeating in some
countries of East Africa, such as Qadianis, Baha'i, and the Jehovah's
Witnesses Organization. The study also showed the association’s concerns
for Muslim minorities in East Africa and its endeavor to defend their rights.
And the study also highlighted the association’s social activity in East
African countries, where it implemented multiple programs such as
sponsoring orphans and caring for the disadvantaged and establishing
vocational training centers programs such as sewing and carpentry to
qualify them for the labor market. In addition, seasonal programs have been
implemented, such as fasting breakfast, the sacrifice project, and the Hajj
meal. The Association's activity extended to seeking to reconcile the
disputes between the conflicting tribes and associations. The study also
clarified the relief activities of the Association in East African countries,
which sought to help the victims of natural disasters such as earthquakes,
droughts and floods, as well as victims of wars and tribal conflicts. In
addition, the study presented the health association activity in East African
countries by supporting different health institutions through full or partial
support. Moreover, the study showed that the Association has taken
multiple alternatives to face the lack of funding in implementing its health
programs, such as reassessing its programs, reducing expenditures and
implementing a low-income program in some of its health institutions in
East African countries. Also, the study highlighted the role of the media
association in East African countries, as it contributed to presenting
Muslim issues and defending their interests, as well as using its media
platforms to explain the principles of Islam, refute suspicions and confront
destructive currents and ideas. Further the study clarified the political
activity of the League for Supporting Muslim issues in East African



Countries by presenting notes that it submitted to the Islamic Summits in
which it called for resolving a number of issues such as the Ogaden region
in Somalia against Ethiopian ambitions, the Comorian Mayote issue and
the Darfur issue in Sudan. on the other hand, the study highlighted the
association's cooperation with international organizations such as the
United Nations and its affiliated bodies through joint coordination between
them in providing humanitarian services in East African countries. Finally,
it showed the close cooperation with Islamic organizations, institutions and
ministries, which were full of concluding many cooperation agreements in
East African countries in the fields of health, education and
relief.
